Greenberg who moved to the United States from Romania. Carmen shared 

PowerPoint slides of the beauty of Romania and talked about life under 
Communist control specifically under the control of Nicolae Ceaușescu and his 
wife, Elena Ceaușescu from 1965 to 1989 when they were executed. The Two 

depicted themselves as parents and godlike rulers but in actuality froze and starved 
their people to death. Ceausescu exported everything but left nothing for his own 

people. 
Life in Romania was like a political machine. The children wore red and white 
uniforms like the Chinese children and even at a young age informants were 

cultivated. No one knew who to trust. Military police presence was very strong in 
Romania. Carmen spoke of her fear as a child. 

Now, Carmen is trying to make a difference in Romania by making trips there to 
identify high school students who would like to learn in the United States. Before 

America was portrayed badly so now Carmen is trying to bridge the gap. These 
students will then return home and work to help their country grow. It is a great 

arrangement for all. This was a wonderful presentation to celebrate our freedoms 
during Constitution Week.
